The ship’s crew.

There is a lot of complex equipment on board modern ships so it is necessary to
have skilled crews to operate the ships. The organization of the crew of a cargo ship is
changing, but usually one can find at least two departments on such ships: the deck
department and the engine department.

The deck department includes navigators, radio officers, a bosun, sailors and a
doctor. We call navigators according to their rank on board ship: the Master (Captain),
the Chief Officer (First Mate), the Second Officer (Second Mate), the Third Officer (Third
Mate), the Fourth Officer (Fourth Mate). The Master is responsible for the ship, his
cargo and the crew. He must be an experienced navigator.

The Chief Officer is the Master's main assistant and the head of the Deck
Department. He must be always ready to replace the Master and perform his duties. All
the navigators must keep watch on the navigating bridge. They may not leave it when
on watch. The navigators relieve each other of watch every four hours. Every navigator
must know how to define the ship's position, plot his course on the chart and take
bearings.

Radio officers keep watch in the radio room and are responsible for radio-
communications. There are often one or two radio officers on board the ship, but on
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ships with continuous radio watches there may be even three radio officers. A bosun
and sailors must keep the ship's hull, holds and tackle in good condition.
The engine department consists of the Chief Engineer, the Second, Third and Fourth
Engineers, some motormen and two or three electricians. They keep watch in the
engine room and must maintain and repair its equipment.

Only well-qualified sailors can perform their duties properly that's why the crews'
training is very important.

Visiting a ship.

Last month we visited the m/v Seagate a car and passenger ferry which is on
regular service between St. Petersburg and Stockholm.

When we approached the ferry some cars were rolling off it. The ship was
unloading. We knew that the ferry could carry not only 370 passengers, but also 50 cars
at a time.

The officer on watch met us at the gangway and when we got on board we saw
that all the sailors were working hard. Some of them were busy with unloading; others
were preparing the ferry for the departure.

First of all the officer of the watch took us to the navigating bridge. We found the
Third Officer there who was making entries into the log-book. He showed the ship's
navigational equipment to us.

Then we went to the radio room. When we entered the Second Radio Officer was
tuning the emergency transmitter. We saw a lot of modern radio equipment in the radio
room: some transmitters, receivers, teleprinters and satellite communication devices. As
the Second Radio Officer was busy we decided not to interrupt his work and went to the
engine-room.

There were many sailors in the engine room. The motormen were lubricating the
pumps, the Second Engineer was overhauling the main engine and the Third Engineer
was regulating the air-conditioning system.

Then our guide showed us comfortable passengers and crewmen's cabins,
musical saloons, galley and mess-room.

We spent two hours on board the ferry and were very pleased with our visit. We
thanked the Second Officer, wished him a happy voyage and left the ship.

Shipboard training.

The cadets of maritime colleges usually have their practical studies either on
board training vessels or merchant ships. Now summer is coming and the cadets are
going to have their shipboard training. The cadets of the Navigation Department will
keep watch at the wheel, paint the hull, deck superstructures, masts, wash and scrub
decks. They will launch and hoist life-boats and learn how to use life-saving appliances.
They are going to work in the wheel-house as helmsmen.

Skilled officers will instruct our boys how to handle a sextant and other
navigational instruments. The apprentices will learn how to take bearings of some light-
vessels, lighthouses, different coastal objects and define the ship's position on charts.
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They must also know how to use echo-sounders logs, finders and satellite navigation
systems.

During their shipboard training the cadets of the Radio Engineering Department
will work in the radio room transmitting and receiving radio-telegrams, weather reports
and navigational warnings. They will learn how to tune and repair the ship's radio
equipment in case of trouble.

The cadets of the Engineer Department will work in the engine room. They will
learn how to maintain the main engine, auxiliary machinery, how to lubricate and repair
the engine room equipment.

The cadets of the Port Operation Department will work in ports and on board
ships during their training. When in ports they will learn how to load, unload and stow
cargo.

All the cadets must work hard to master their profession.

Moscow.

Moscow is one of the largest cities in the world and this is the capital of Russia. It
is a political, industrial, cultural, educational, sports and scientific center of our country.
The population of Moscow is more than 10 million people. It is situated in the western
part of the country, on the Moskva river. The city was founded by Prince Yuri Dolgorukiy
and it was first mentioned in the chronicles in 1147.

Five million foreign tourists visit Moscow every year. Red Square and the Kremlin
are in the heart of Moscow. Russian president and the government work here. So these
are the first places of interest for tourists from all over the world. And the main clock of
the Spasskaya Tower in Red Square is the icon of our capital. You can also find a
unique architectural wonder - St. Basil's Cathedral and the oldest monument to the
liberators Minin and Pozharsky. Visitors of the Kremlin can see the Tzar-Cannon and
the Tzar-Bell on its territory. The magnificent Cathedral of Christ the Saviour is another
symbol of Moscow. This is the tallest Orthodox church in the world which is situated on
the bank of the Moskva river.

Moscow is proud of its countless museums and galleries: the History Museum,
the Armoury Chamber, the Diamond Fund, the Space Museum. Art lovers usually visit
the outstanding Tretyakov State Gallery, the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the
Andrei Rublev Museum. A fabulous collection of paintings, icons and sculptures is
exhibited there.

There are also a lot of drama theatres and opera houses in Moscow which are
worth visiting. The Bolshoi and the Maliy Theatres are world-famous, of course, but
there are about 70 other professional theatres in Moscow.

There are many prestigious high schools in the city which provide a perfect level of
education. Lomonosov Moscow State University is probably the most famous and it
offers a wide range of modern occupations.

Moscow is very noisy and crowded. There are thousands of cars, buses, trams
and trolley-buses moving along its wide streets. Moscow Metro is famous for its
beautiful interior and convenience. Today it has about 200 underground stations and the
total length of underground lines here is more than 200 kilometres.
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A business district Moscow City is a modern architectural masterpiece to admire.
A lot of amazing glass-fronted skyscrapers have been built there.
Moscow is the capital of my Motherland and that is why | am very proud of it. It is dear
to the heart of every Russian citizen.

Ships types.

On one hand, all cargo ships are divided into two types: dry cargo ships and
tankers. On the other hand, cargo ships may be divided into universal ships designed to
carry principal different types of cargo and specialized ships designed to carry one type
of cargo (e.g. bulk cargo, timber, refrigerated goods, oil etc.). Such specialized ships as
bulkers (bulk-carriers), timber-carriers, reefer ships, tankers have long been known.
Nowadays three kinds of specialized ships are very popular. One is cargo carriers with
cargo handling equipment on board for special purposes or routs, such as, for example,
heavy/bulky cargo ships with derricks or cranes capable of handling single lifts over 500
ton without requiring outside assistance (these ships are also called special-purpose
ships). The second trend is Roll-on/Roll-off ships, in which the bow and stern doors and
adjustable steel ramps permit vehicles to drive on board and drive off again, requiring
only minimum dock-side facilities. The third trend is the container ship. The use of
containers for cargoes has encouraged the design of ships specifically to carry
containers. In their extreme form, as in the LASH barge-carrying ships the container is
60-foot steel lighter, which can be quickly launched over the ship’s stern. One (single)
purpose ships designed to carry one particular kind of cargo are also widely used, the
most popular of them being cellular type full container ships.

There are specialized ships designed to carry different types of cargoes (e.g.
OBO ships, PROBO ships, CONBULKERSs etc.) These are called combined ships.

A comparatively new development in the multi-purpose ship combining
characteristic features of both universal and specialized vessels.

In dependence of the cargo handling method used dry cargo ships may also be
divided into: LO-LO (lift on/lift off) vessels where handling of cargo is effected by
derricks or cranes through cargo hatches; RO-RO (roll-on/roll-off) vessels where the
cargo is rolled on board and rolled off through cargo ports or doors in the bow, stern or
sides of the ship; FO-FO (float-on/float-off) vessels where dock lift cargo handling
method is used, that is floating cargo units (e.g. barges) are floated into cargo spaces
(usually large holds). But there are also hybrid vessels where combinations of the above
mentioned methods are used, such as LO-LO/Ro-RO (or LO/RO), RO-RO/FO-FO (or
RO/FO-RO-Flow) vessels and others.

London.

London is the capital of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland; its economic, political and cultural centre. London is an ancient city. It is
more than twenty centuries old. It's one of the world's most important ports and one of
the largest cities in the world. London with its suburbs has a population of 11
million people. It is situated on the banks of River Thames. London has been a capital
for nearly a thousand years. Many of its ancient buildings still stand. The most
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famous of them are Trafalgar Square, the Tower of London, Westminster Abbey, St.
Paul's Cathedral, the Houses of Parliament, Buckingham Palace and many magnificent
museums.

Once London was a small Roman town on the north bank of the Thames. Slowly
it grew into one of the world's major cities.

Traditionally London is divided into several parts: the City, Westminster, the West
End and the East End. Different parts of London seem like different cities.

The City is the financial and business centre of the country. There are a lot of
banks, offices, the Royal exchange and the Bank of England here. During the daytime,
nearly a million people work in the City, but less than 8000 people actually live here. It is
the ancient part of London. One of the greatest English churches — St. Paul's Cathedral
Is situated here. It was designed and built by an outstanding English architect Sir
Christopher Wren in 1710. St. Paul’s Cathedral is the second large church in Europe.
Admiral Nelson is buried here. The City is also famous for the Tower of London, the
Tower Bridge and the National Theatre. The Tower of London was built in the
11™ century; it was used as a fortress, a palace and a prison. Now it's a museum.

Westminster is the aristocratic official part of London. It includes Buckingham
Palace where the Queen lives and the Houses of Parliament stretching for nearly 1000
feet along the north bank of the Thames. The Clock Tower of the Houses of Parliament
is famous for its big hour bell, known as “Big Ben”. Westminster Abbey is the place
where coronation of nearly all kings and queens has taken place. Many of them are
buried here as well as some other famous people of the country (G. Chaucer,
Tennysson, Newton, Ch. Dickens, T. Hardy, R. Kipling and others).

Other well-known areas of London are the West End and the East End. The West
End is the richest and most beautiful part of London. It is a symbol of wealth and luxury.
At night all the City offices are quiet and empty, but the West End stays alive, because
this is where Londoners come to enjoy themselves. The best cinemas, theatres and
concert halls, luxurious hotels, restaurants and clubs, fine houses, wide streets,
fashionable shops, numerous parks are situated here. The most beautiful London park
— Hyde Park — with its Speaker's Corner is in this district too.

The East End is an industrial district of London. There are many factories and the
Port of London here. The region is densely populated by working class families, those
people who have built the West End palaces. Old residents of the East End are proud to
be called cockneys, which means true Londoners, hereditary inhabitants of this area.
Now you can see a lot of new office buildings in Docklands, thousands of new shops
and houses. This is the East End of London, unattractive in appearance, but very
important to the country's commerce.

One can say, that the City is the money of London, the West End is the goods of
London and the East End is the hands of London .

It is a magnificent city; many tourists begin their excursion from Trafalgar Square.
Trafalgar Square is the very heart of London. Here you can see people from different
countries and visit the National Gallery (it is really an interesting place). Trafalgar
Square is a perfect place to start a walk — from here is only a few minutes to Covent
Garden, Piccadilly, Soho and the Thames. The colourful ceremony of changing the
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Guard before the Buckingham Palace is of great interest. The guardsmen (beefeaters)
are in their red coats and bearskin caps. And I'd like you to go to Camden Market. You
can eat Indian, Mexican, Chinese and every other sort of food here, buy clothes, art,
jewelry and antiques. Listen to jazz, rock even classic music right in the streets. Take a
trip to a museum all made of wax — Madam Tussaud’s wax museum.

If you are going to visit London, please, don't forget your camera!

Accident at sea.

There were some events in my life when | was extremely upset and confused. |
want to tell you about one of them.

In the days of youth | went into sailing. | was fond of this kind of sport for about
two or three years and once upon a time in summer we decided to go to Turkey on a
yacht. But my captain, the owner of the vessel had to go to the sea on another yacht
and invited his friend and his crew to substitute him in a voyage. So | occurred among
the people whom | knew very little and who also knew me very little.

The accident took place two or three days after our departure. We were located
in the Black Sea and were going along the Crimea. The wind was favorable but not
weak. The weather was fine and | offered to set a new sail, called spinnaker. It is a big
front sail, which has a form of a bulb. | never set this sail for myself before but only saw
how other people did it. | must say that | wasn't so experienced sailor that time but
those people who were with me considered me as a very experienced one and trusted
my word. So | offered to set a spinnaker and the captain agreed. | did all the
preparations for myself not letting others to interfere into my business. And of course |
made a rude mistake. | didn't bring one rope to another board and fixed the sail
incorrectly. | gave a command to get the sail up, it got blown with the wind and as it had
been fixed incorrectly it was blown only from one side, beginning to list the yacht. The
tension was huge and the wind simply tore the sail in two parts. The captain and the
guys saw my mistake very late and nobody could do anything. Thank God, spinnaker
had been torn because if it hadn't, the yacht could have been turned upside down and
drown.

So that was the situation when | was extremely upset. My fame as a good sailor
faded away. My ambitions were dropped and | survived fiasco. That was the lesson for
me and my sinful vanity. My proud almost cost me the life. And besides, spinnaker was
worth one thousand dollars and | had to pay for it.

1. A Vietham court has sentenced six people to death and three others to life in prison
for trafficking $1.6 million worth of ecstasy pills and heroin from Cambodia to Vietnam.
Another man was sentenced to six years in jail on Friday at the end of a three-day trial
of the gang, who are all Vietnamese, the Thanh Nien (Young People) newspaper said.

2. A historic prison where smugglers were held in appalling conditions is to open its
doors to offer the public a glimpse of Leith’s dark past. The 19th century police station in
the port's Queen Charlotte Street is inviting visitors in for one of a host of events over
the coming week to celebrate the Leith Festival. Smugglers, murderers and thieves
were thrown into communal station cells in the mid-1800s. Warders would lead new
prisoners to a shower area, where they were scrubbed with long-handled brushes and
carbolic soap to get rid of any disease and their clothes were burned.

3. PHOENIX — Twenty-one employees of used-car lots were indicted on charges they
helped sell vehicles to smugglers who sneak drugs and illegal immigrants into Arizona
from Mexico, prosecutors said yesterday. The dealers put false names on the titles of
vehicles sold to smugglers and created fake liens so that automobiles seized near the
border would revert back to dealers, authorities said.

4. NEW YORK — A dispatch to the Times from Key West, Florida, says: The Angeltia, a
ship flying the Spanish flag, was captured off the west coast of Florida by the United
States revenue steamer, McLave.

1. A Vietham court has sentenced six people to death and three others to life in prison
for trafficking $1.6 million worth of ecstasy pills and heroin from Cambodia to Vietnam.
Another man was sentenced to six years in jail on Friday at the end of a three-day trial
of the gang, who are all Viethamese, the Thanh Nien (Young People) newspaper said.

2. A historic prison where smugglers were held in appalling conditions is to open its
doors to offer the public a glimpse of Leith’s dark past. The 19th century police station in
the port’'s Queen Charlotte Street is inviting visitors in for one of a host of events over
the coming week to celebrate the Leith Festival. Smugglers, murderers and thieves
were thrown into communal station cells in the mid-1800s. Warders would lead new
prisoners to a shower area, where they were scrubbed with long-handled brushes and
carbolic soap to get rid of any disease and their clothes were burned.

Condenser fan motor issue, less heat transfer available for a given mass of
refrigerant.

Compressor capacity control faulty leading to less coolant effect across the
thermostatic expansion valve.

2. Compressor suction pressure high

Fractured compressor valves, causing the compressor capacity to fall.
Evaporator load too high, caused by room items recently changed entry door left
open.

Excess refrigerant charge. This fault is combined with a low compressor
superheat and indicates liquid in the suction line. The solenoid valve should be
closed quickly to prevent liquid damage to the compressor.

Expansion valve stuck in a fully open position, caused by dirt in the expansion
valve.

3. Compressor suction pressure low

Blocked filter or closed valve in the system. In this mode, the compressor is
extracting more from the evaporator than the expansion valve is supplying
leading to low suction pressure and possibly compressor to short cycle.
Refrigerant charge too low. There is not enough refrigerant within the system to
allow the compressor to operate at the present capacity setting. Increased
compressor run time.

The liquid refrigerant flow may be disturbed: Fully open the valves in the liquid
refrigerant line if not fully open. Confirm line filters not chocked.

Thermostatic expansion valve clogged with ice or oil dust mixture: Dissemble
expansion valve (TEV) and clean the ice with dry compressed air. Activate the
desiccant of drier filter by the heater. Take off oil mixture dirt.
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e Less opening for the expansion valve or superheat very low: Adjust the
expansion valve opening and ensure temperature sensor attached properly to
the evaporator outlet.

o Evaporator cooling capacity lowered by dust and frost: Check fan operation
working normal. Remove dust by soft brush and carry out defrosting.

4. Compressor discharge pressure high

e This condition causes the compressor to overload the prime mover, and expose
the high-pressure side of the system to overpressure

e The system overpressure avoided by fitting a compressor motor trip and relief
valve at the compressor outlet

Causes for discharge high pressure:

e Low coolant or air flow to the condenser. The temperature of the condensing
refrigerant gas rises as the coolant or ambient air temperature rises. This cause
the condensing pressure to rise and a high-pressure trip.

e Air in the refrigeration system prevents the condenser to operate at its full
capacity and partly insulate the condenser. This symptom would cause the
superheat temperature of the compressor outlet to rise.

o Condenser outlet valve closed, causing liquid level in the condenser to rise and
producing a similar fault as above.

5. Abnormal noise heard during operation

e Anchor bolts or clamp bolts loosened. Tighten up anchor and clamp bolts.

e The liquid is going to the compressor suction line. Adjust the expansion valve
and check temperature sensor adhered firmly to the evaporator

o [Foamed oil compressed. Adjust the quantity of oil in the compressor crankcase.

e Suction valve plate, the delivery valve plate, piston pin, bearing, connecting-rod
are damaged or worn. Check for noise location and repair it.

« Refrigerant intel valve throttled and refrigerant velocity high, causing vibration in
valve plates. Fully open refrigerant inlet valve.

6. Compressor low oil pressure

e With the screw compressor unit, the oil is continually removed from the oil
separator by either the electrically driven lube oil pump or by a shaft driven lube
oil pump.

e The suction pressure of the oil gear pump is the compressor discharge pressure,
hence the delivery pressure of the oil pump must be greater than this, to inject
the oil into the bearing and sliding parts.

e Low lube oil pressure operates a compressor motor trip switch; otherwise, rapid
rotor overloading would occur.

The following would cause low lube oil pressure:
Chocked oll filter

e The oil pressure gauge indicates the pressure drop across the filter.

o Clean the filter thoroughly and renew the crankcase oil when the time comes and
check for tiny metal parts or debris after draining the oil from the crankcase.

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Oil separator blockage preventing oil return to the compressor

o Oil separator works on a cyclonic basis, ie. By causing the oil to impinge on the
separator wall, coalesce, and drain to the separator bottom.

e There could be a blockage of oil separator outlet line by material discharges by
the compressor. The level indicator in the separator unit should indicate this
cause.

Carryover of oil into the refrigeration system.

« When the compressor is operating on low loads, the efficiency of the oil
separator falls, and the refrigerant gas speed also falls.

e This allows oil to discharge from the system, and it gets collected in the areas
where gas speeds are low, usually within the evaporator area.

Bearing wear within the compressor.
« Bearing wear allows a high leakage from the clearances, causing the oil pressure
to fall. Bearing wear leads to premature crankshaft wear.
7. Excess compressor overload
This fault can cause the compressor to trip.
Possible cause includes:
o [Excess evaporator load which can occur when the room is warm and the
compressor is allowed to go to full load.
o Compressor crankshaft seizure due to faulty lubrication.
8. Refrigerant low on charge and overcharge indications and remedies
Undercharge symptoms:

e Low discharge and suction pressure.

o Compressor motor getting tripped by low pressure cut out trip.
Large bubbles in the liquid sight glass.
Compressor discharge temperature high.
The compressor runs longer period between the start and stop.
Solution:

o Charge the system until the bubbles disappear.

e Achieve the correct pressure gauge reading.

e« Check for leaky points by halide torch or soap solution or electronic leak
detectors.

Overcharge symptoms:

Refrigerating plants should not be charged with excess refrigerant, as this may overload
or damage the compressor. To ensure refrigerant charged correctly, weigh the
refrigerant before charging.

Symptoms are:

e High compressor discharge pressure.

o Full level clear sight glass.

e The compressor is running cold.

o Excess frost on the compressor suction.

e Unusually large compressor noise while running due to liquid refrigerant entering
into the compressor suction.

» Release the refrigerant into a recovery bottle and avoid any leaks directly into the
atmosphere.

9. Moisture in the refrigeration system, problems, and remedy
Evaporator starving of refrigerant and rapid rise in condenser pressure causes a
compressor to short cycle.
Icing at the expansion valve filter.
In case of a hermetic compressor, moisture can cause corrosion and damage to the
motor windings.
Remedy:
« Clean expansion valve filter.
e Renew drying agent or the drier unit.
10. Short cycling of refrigeration compressor
Short cycling means the compressor is repeatedly running for a few seconds and then
cutting off.
Reasons for above:
« Refrigerant charge is too low.
o Low pressure cut out is not properly adjusted.
« Frosting or clogging of the evaporator.
o Filter / Drier chocked.
e Moisture in the system.
o Compressor unloader mechanism is not working properly.
« Expansion valve not adjusted correctly leading to excess superheat.
o Liquid line solenoid valve malfunctioning.
What is compressor anti-recycling?
It is the time delay before the compressor motor starts again, basically to protect the
motor from frequent starts which is also known as “short cycling.”
11. Frosting at the suction of the compressor
It means the liquid is reaching suction of the compressor and is absorbing heat from the
surroundings resulting in ice formation.
Reasons:
e Thermostatic expansion valve stuck in open position.
e Superheat setting is low and not proper.
e The thermostatic bulb not touching the evaporator outlet pipe, or capillary tube
damaged.
« Refrigerant overcharged.
e Fan tripped or damaged.
e Liquid entering inside the crankcase boils off taking away heat from lube oil
which may cause foaming.

Indication for air ingress
« Compressor overheating with high discharge pressure and normal condensing
temperature.

« Cooling capacity reduced.
e Pressure gauge of the condenser jumps indefinitely.
Reason:
« Air may enter while charging of the refrigerant.
« Air may enter while carrying out routine maintenance.
o If the suction pressure goes below atmospheric pressure, during system
evacuation, then air may enter from leaky gaskets or loose connections.
Remedy:
e Air in the system gets removed by collecting the system gas into the condenser
by closing the condenser outlet valve while the compressor is running.
o The compressor trips after the activation of low pressure cut out with most of the
refrigerant collected inside the condenser.
e Allow the condenser to cool down with a fan or cooling water whichever is the
medium under running condition.

. As the air is non-condensable, it remains on top of the condenser
above the refrigerant.
. Vent the collected air from the venting valve using a thermometer,

as the temperature drops, immediately shut the vent valve.
