What is ecology? 1. Ecology is the scientific study of the pattern of the natural relations of
plants, animals, and people to each other and to their surroundings. 2. Ecology is more than a
branch of biology. It brings together a string of natural and social sciences, as well as philosophy,
and studies nature as whole. This “holistic” approach is what makes it such a broad subject. Its
central theme is interdependence of all living things. 3. For centuries people been in the pursuit of
their “proper role” on Earth — extending their power over nature as far as possible. In the result of
which people have become a threat to their own existence. By the 1990s, with the fresh water
selling well and holes in the sky forever widening, the science of ecology has been firmly rooted at
the centre of any serious discussion about desirable future. Like all sciences, ecology can be put to
good use or bad. It can protect nature or assist in the shrewder exploitation of what it would be
better to admire”. 4. Understanding the way nature works is vitally important. Ecology can establish
what we can and cannot do if the “web of life” is to be kept intact and it can be used to radically
criticize society. To decide how it should be used means choosing between different lifestyles,
systems and types of civilizations. 5. Ecology implies global solidarity — that we are all responsible
for everyone alive today, for future generations and for the Earth, which is our common home. It
implies a different set of values — that we must stop measuring people by their “efficiency” and
“productivity” and start talking about health, harmony, beauty, justice and equality.

HABITATS AND WILDLIFE AT RISK
1. Loss of habitat is the principle threat to the survival of endangered plants and animals. Large
areas of important natural habitat have already been lost, including 70% of the forests in Greece,
91% of the moist forests in Sudan, and nearly 100% of the tall grass prairie in the United States. 2.
Protection growth, agricultural expansion, the raising of cattle and other livestock, the building of
cities and roads, and pollution are among the many causes of habitat, few agree on how far that
protection should extend. “National Protected Systems” make up 3.7% of the Earth’s land area, but
the amount of land protected in each country varies from a high of 38% in Ecuador to less than 1%
in countries such as Algeria, Nicaragua and Turkey. Both the number and size of “International
Protection Systems” have increased over the years, but legal protection does not guarantee actual
protection of the land. Economic and political factors often limit the amount of enforcement
possible. Even in cases where an area itself is actually protected, activities outside its boundaries
can severely affect the land and the wildlife that inhabits it. 3. Information about wildlife at risk in
some countries is not always available. For instance, little is known about non-mammals in Africa
and about Asian species in general. For some countries, however, information is readily available.
For example 43 (13.4%) of the 320 mammalian species in Australia, and 123 (12.8%) of the 961
bird species in Mexico are at risk. Of the 46 different reptile species native to Puerto Rico, 15
(32.6%) are in jeopardy, and of the 29 amphibian species in France, 18 (62.1%) are threatened with
extinction. As information becomes available, it is clear that the numbers of known and threatened

species represent merely a fraction of those that actually exist. 4. Trade in animals and animal
products can have disastrous effects on wildlife populations. Some bird species, such as the
hyacinthine macaw of Brazil, have become endangered solely from being hunted for the pet trade.
Much of the trade in animals and animal products is illegal. Many rare birds, such as Tahiti lorikeet
of French Polynesia are taken illegally from their habitat, and the ivory trade has reduced the total
elephant population in Africa from an estimated 1,300,000 in 1979 to fewer than 650,000 today. 5.
In October of 1989, the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species (CITES) moved
the African elephant from Appendix Il of CITES, which allows limited trade, to Appendix I, which
bans all trade completely. 6. The decline in elephant populations — from 1.3 million in 1979 to
625,000 in 1989 — prompted a majority of the world’s nations to support the banning on all ivory
trade. African nations showing the greatest change in elephant populations in the years between
1981 and 1989 include Sudan (down from 120,000 to 45,000), Tanzania (down from over 300,000
to fewer than 100,000), and Zaire (down from 380,000 to fewer than 100,000) and Zambia (down
from 150,000 to 50,000). 7. Support for the ban accelerated in the months before the CITES
meeting. In June of 1989, Britain banned all ivory imports, both raw and worked, and Dubai
announced a similar ban. The major importers of ivory in 1989 were Hong Kong (41%), Japan
(24%), China (12%), Belgium (9%) and Singapore (4%). A variety of other nations consumed the
remaining 10% of the other nations consumed the remaining 10% of the world’s ivory.
